Reading

This term we will be completing the novel study ‘Wonder' by
R.J. Palacio. We will use this book to develop our reading
skills; answering and creating questions, summarising and
looking at the author's writing techniques and as inspiration
for our writing pieces. We will also be continuing with our
reading scheme books.

Listening and Talking

We will be reading our class novel aloud and discussing
elements such as using punctuation cues and reading with
expression.

Writing

This term's focuses are setting and short story fiction
writing and setting. We will be looking at creating engaging
introductions with detailed plots. We will be challenging
everyohe to use a range of VCOP skills to up-level their
writing. There will be weekly spelling words with activities
and joined up script is always encouraged.
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Home learning will no longer be issued by class
teachers. However, if you would like to support your
child's learning at home, a wide range of activities are
available through the school app and the school
website. On the app, this information can be found in
the Classes section, and on the website, it is located
under the Home Learning tab. Pupils are still welcome
to borrow a book from the class library to read at
home for pleasure and they also have their Sumdog
login details, which can be used at home to help
